A book of condolence was opened at East Court, St Swithun’s and other 
places in the town for physical entries, and the Buckingham Palace online 
register was linked to from the Town Council website. 

Flags were lowered to half-mast on East Court and in the Town Centre then 
returned to full-mast once the new king was proclaimed in London on the 
Saturday, but lowered again after the local proclamation on the Sunday for 
the remainder of the mourning period.

We held the proclamation on 11th September; the Town Mayor read the 
official proclamation to 200 people on the East Court terrace flanked by the 
Town Clerk, Leader of the Town Council, and Deputy Mayor. Three cheers 
were given for the new king and the national anthem sung. The Council is 
now starting to look at arrangements for East Grinstead to celebrate the 
coronation of King Charles lll.

The Council is also purchasing a commemorative bench for the late Queen 
Elizabeth ll (the site is yet to be determined). The Queen’s Green Canopy has 
been extended to commemorate the Platinum Jubilee of Queen Elizabeth. 
The Council has already planted two trees as part of this project and will be 
adding another three this autumn, following donations from East Grinstead 
Natural History Society and the Blowe family. 

ast Grinstead Town Council was very sad to Ehear of the passing of HM Queen Elizabeth 
ll on 8th September. This event triggered a 
response which was known as ‘Operation 
London Bridge’. This was the code name for all 
government and local government departments 
to put in place preparations for the funeral of 
Her Majesty and associated events, and also to 
proclaim the new king and start preparations 
for his coronation.

Locally, for us, this meant that St Swithun’s held a 
service of thanksgiving for the life and service of the 
Queen; this was attended on Sunday 11th September 
by the Town Mayor, Clerk and other Councillors, 
Chairman of the District Council, and our Member of 
Parliament, along with the public. For many this was 
the first time we sang ‘God Save the King’ at the end 
of the service. 

Mount Noddy Cemetery has a wall for remembrance 
and here, along with a picture of the late Queen, a 
wreath was placed by the Town Mayor with other 
flower tributes from the public.
